Parking:
Parking in the village hall car park or in the road.
 

Penn Trophy:  The tower being used for the Penn Trophy competition –  Dursley – is ten minutes drive away, and the Penn Trophy competition will start an hour later. So in order that ringers ringing in both competitions can make best use of their day, all Branches are scheduled for consecutive draws in the two competitions. E.g. a Branch in the 9.00 a.m. draw for the Croome will be in the 10.00 a.m. draw for the Penn, and so on.
 

                          What’s more, the order of ringing in the Croome will apply to the Penn as well, so a Branch drawn to ring third in their draw of the Croome will then ring third in their draw of the Penn, and so on. This reduces the amount of hanging around for those people ringing in both competitions. But with typical G&B common sense, if the Croome runs slower than the Penn, no one will be penalised for turning up late at Dursley. So please don’t panic!
