This Training Day offers choices to help you make the next step beyond the March course as well as providing some options for more advanced ringers.  The choice of courses is based on previous years’ experience and student feedback.  Suggestions are always welcome.  

COURSES

A
PLAIN BOB MINOR AND BEYOND  -  For ringers who want to improve their confidence with Plain Bob Minor (e.g. mastering bobs and singles) or who wish to try something a bit different (perhaps Little Bob or St. Clement’s). You should be able to ring plain courses of Plain Bob Minor.
B
BOB CALLING  –  How to call simple touches in standard 5 & 6 bell methods – an introduction to Conducting.
C
STEDMAN DOUBLES  -  The next step after Plain Bob & Grandsire. To join this course you need to learn the blue line and be competent in Grandsire on more than one bell. 

D
GRANDSIRE TRIPLES  -  If you are from a 6 bell tower, you must be confident in Grandsire Doubles and be able to Plain Hunt on 8. If you are from an 8 bell tower, you must be able to Plain Hunt on any bell and know the blue line. Ideal for 6 bell ringers who want to increase their confidence with 8 bells.
E
STEDMAN TRIPLES  -  You must be competent at Stedman Doubles or Grandsire Triples. Please make sure you know the blue line.
F
KENT TREBLE BOB MINOR  -  A good first step on the road to Surprise ringing. You must be confident with Plain Bob Minor.  
G
CAMBRIDGE SURPRISE MINOR  -  You need to know the blue line. You must be able to ring touches of Plain Bob Minor and be able to Treble Bob Hunt.
H
SURPRISE MAJOR  -  For those who want to try something beyond the scope of what is usually available in local towers.  You need to be able to ring Cambridge Minor with confidence and have some experience of Major methods.  The methods will be chosen to suit those who enrol.
J
BELFRY MAINTENANCE  -  This is a non ringing day. You will need old clothes or overalls.
